3. Team benches
No more than 11 persons (5 substitutes, 4 officials, 2 players who not play at the relevant match) and shall be allowed to sit on the
substitutes’ bench. These must be the people included in the team roster. Also, only one of the team officials included in the roster will be
allowed in the technical area in order to give out strategic instructions.

4. Substitutes
Up to five substitutions out of the list of registered players are permitted.

5. Yellow and red cards
A disciplinary committee will be set up for the tournament to deal with disciplinary issues. Players sent off the field with a red card cannot
play in the next match; the judgment as to whether or not the player can play in subsequent matches is left up to the disciplinary commit-
tee.
If a player receives two yellow cards in the first round he will be suspended from his team’'s next match in either the first or second round.
If a player receives one yellow card in the first round, it will not be carried over to the second round.

Playing outfit :
In addition to the 1st playing outfit (jersey, shorts and socks for both field players and goalkeepers), each team shall have a 2nd playing outfit
that is notably different from and contrasts with the color of the 1st playing outfit (total 4 colors). These colors will be declared on the registra-
tion form for registration in advance. Both the 1st and 2nd playing outfits shall be brought to the match venue.
1. Player No.
The player number indicated on the registration form shall be shown on the back and front of the jersey.
2. Outfit color
Referees shall wear a black outfit. Therefore, the color of team jersey shall be notably different from and contrasts with black.
The all teams’ playing outfit colors for the tournament shall be confirmed at the team Head Coaches’ meeting. The team playing outfit
colors for each match shall be decided at the match coordination meeting before the kick-off in the presence of referees and both teams.
If it is decided that the colors the teams wish to use (including that of the goalkeepers) are similar and difficult to distinguish, the referee
shall decide on clearly different combination of jerseys, shorts and socks from the 1st and 2nd playing outfits of both teams.

A selected team from Egypt’s capital Cairo will participate again this year. Cairo’s distinguishing characteristic is
its physical strength, which puts its opponents to challenge with impressive physical contact for 14-year-old bodies
every year. In 2015, it defeated Boca Juniors and Corinthians to win the tournament for the first time and came
second place in 2016. This year it can be expected to be a fierce presence and contender for first place.
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Hailing from the capital of Indonesia, Jakarta is participating this year, the 60th anniversary of the establishment of
diplomatic ties between Japan and Indonesia. 16 players of the team were selected from a total of 200 candidates
through physical tests and one month of training. They commented, "In this tournament, we hope to train the next
generation of players by competing against the strong teams of the world and give our players a chance to interact
with other cultures as they represent their country."

A team from the southeast of Australia, New South Wales brings a creative and aggressive play style while valuing
the very Australian "never say die" spirit above all else. While a regular of the tournament since the first one in
2008, it has yet to reach the finals.

A Brazilian team has not won
the tournament since Santos claimed the title in 2012, but can Palmeiras wrest it away from its South American
rival Boca this year?
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This selected team from Seoul is a tournament regular, having participated in the tournament since the very first
one in 2008. Achieving second place in 2008 and third in 2009, this year they aim for a top finish for the first time
in eight tournaments. They commented, “We want to show in the way we play that we represent Seoul. Through
this tournament, in addition to individually improving the technical skills of our players, we hope to build deep
friendships with players from around the world.”
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A superb Argentinian team that has produced numerous world-class players such as Maradona, Riquelme and
Tevez, Boca Juniors brings an overwhelming record to this tournament, having won four of the five tournaments
since it first participated in 2013.
